GPX files are available from the event 

page on our website for use on your GPS devices and also print out pages 4 

through to 6 of this manual that includes the route maps. 

Since it is a fairly early start to the day, we ask that you try to keep noise to a 

minimum in the vicinity of the leisure centre. It would be greatly appreciated.

Copy the HQ number to your mobile phone - 07501 082677 

Park your car at nearby public car parks. We also have use of additional 

parking at the leisure centre that is accessed from the A488. 

If not already done, make sure your timing chip is affixed to your helmet 

(either side is OK) and your rider number is affixed to your handlebars as 

per the instructions and diagrams we posted to you. 

Ride to the start line at the HQ - No need to go to any registration desk, but if 

you have any questions our team will be in the main hall at the HQ to help.  

Also, if you find your bike needs a last minute tweak, mechanics from 

Wiggle are on hand to remedy most of the common problems. 

Listen carefully to the important safety brief before we start you. 

Have a wonderful and enjoyable ride along your chosen route. 

The feed stations are supplied with a variety of HIGH5 products, water and 

isotonic drinks to help you on your way. Toilets are at each of the feed 

stations. 

Keep hold of your rubbish while cycling and empty pockets at the bins at 

the start / finish / feed station areas.
